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Teachers can now work on their grade book from home using the i-Cue grading program.  Just like our school email this system is web based and can be accessed from almost anywhere – even when you travel across the country.  
Setting up a VPN connection to OUHSD- Just a few mouse clicks away.  

In order to access i-Cue/i-Grade from home you must first establish a Virtual Private Network (VPN) connection with the district.  This only needs to be done one time.  To set up the VPN on a Windows XP computer, please perform the following steps.
